The UV filter kit is designed to reduce the damaging effects of heat and ultra-
violet radiation emitted from the halogen lamp. By blocking the heat and ultra-
violet light, the color film life is increased.

Instructions:
1.) Remove front retaining screw.
2.) Remove front lens assembly. 
3.) Slide filter assembly in light tube until the 1st filter ring slides up against the     
     Swivel nut. Make sure that the notch in the 2nd filter ring goes past the stem
     swivel nut. The final position of the filter assembly is as shown below.

Unplug 
lamp socket and remove lamp from light tube. Loosen both retaining nuts and remove 
lamp. Plug in new lamp(RAZ1250N) and reverse disassembly process.

 Also check and 
tuck lamp socket wires away from light beam.

 Be careful 
not to bend lamp pins or touch lamp inner reflector or bulb.

The tamper resistance kit consists of two special keys and two sets of tamper resistant 
screws. The front and back retaining screws are replaced with #6 machine screws and, 
the stem is fastened to the PVC or  1" pipe with two #8 pointed tamper resistant screws. 

1.) Determine OdiLite position for desired location and image size by trial and 
repositioning, or by using formulas provided in specifications.

2.) 

3.) Stake PVC pipe( or longer 1 5/16" o.d. pipe) into ground with 3" left above ground, 
use a wood block on the end of the stake to prevent damage to the stake end.

4.) Pre-drill two holes(#29 drill bit) on each side of stem tube just below the pan 
adjusting knob.  Slide ODiLite stem tube into PVC tube. Plug light cord into nearby 
receptacle. Position projected image by moving light tube(tilt) and, rotation about PVC 
tube, tighten pan adjust knob when finished positioning. Unplug light and finish drilling 
through the stem and tube with a #29 drill bit. Fasten the stem to the tube with the #8 
pointed tamper resistant screw using  the special key.

Before staking pvc  tube or any other tube stake , check ground for all electrical, gas, 
plumbing, or phone line hazards.
